NOTES AND TOUR LEADER RATES

· Linyanti Walking Safaris are based on a minimum of 4 people to guarantee a departure for a minimum of 3 nights. Paying for 6 people guarantees a private trip. Maximum number on a Walking Safari is 6 people. There is a scheduled set departure, which takes place on the 2nd of every month from the 2nd of May to the 2nd of October for which the minimum number of people travelling must be 2 for a minimum of 3 nights.

· Saile Tented Camp and Khwai Tented Camp can be booked for minimum of 2 people travelling –solo travellers pay for two. For a private trip, guests must pay for 6 people.

· Both the Linyanti Bush Camp and Ebony can be booked simultaneously on request for bigger groups of up to 20 people.

· One tour leader with a min of 4 paying guests USD 200 nett per night in low and shoulder seasons and USD 240 nett per night in high season, in tour leader accommodation.

· One tour leader complimentary in tour leader accommodation with min of 14 paying guests.

· Private vehicle available on request.

· Guides accommodation on request.

Children receive a 50% discount from the RSP (this becomes the STO nett rate, so please add your commission) when sharing with one or two full paying adults in a twin or triple. For younger children please enquire directly. 

**Linyanti Ebony: .Family Months reduction is extended through the high season but only applies to the family unit. If the family unit is already booked then for further new family bookings, the children will have to pay the full adult rate. NOT recommended for children under the age of seven due to remote location but available on request.

INFORMATION AND RESERVATIONS

Linyanti Walking Safaris

Linyanti Walking Safaris are based on a minimum of 4 people to guarantee a departure for a minimum of 3 nights. Paying for 6 people guarantee’s a private trip. Maximum number on a Walking Safari is 6 people. High Season rates apply to all Walking Safaris. Walking Safaris are seasonal from the 2nd of May through to the 31st October. There is a scheduled set departure which takes place on the 2nd of every month from the 2nd of May to the 2nd of October for which the minimum number of people travelling must be 2 for a minimum of 3 nights.

Linyanti 5 Night Special

The Linyanti 5 night Special includes the 3 night Linyanti Walking Safari ending with 2 nights of luxury at Linyanti Bush Camp where the third night of the Walking Safari is discounted by 100%.

Saile Tented Camp

Saile Tented Camp is an 8 bedded camp and can be booked for a minimum of 2 people travelling. For a private trip, guests must pay for 6 people. The camp is open from the 1st of June to the 31st October, unless specially requested for a specific date in green season.

Khwai Tented Camp

Khwai Tented Camp is an 8 bedded camp and can be booked for a minimum of 2 people ravelling. For a private trip, guests must pay for 6 people. The camp is open all year round.

Migration Camp

The Migration Camp is an 8 bedded camp and can be booked for a minimum of 2 people, min 3 nights,  travelling from the 1st November 2011 through until the 30th April 2012 and November and December 2012. For a private trip, guests must pay for 6 people. The camp can be booked as a Botswana Mobile Tented Safari at other times of the year. Transfers from Maun to Nxai pan not complimentary. 

Botswana Mobile Tented Safaris

All Mobile Tented Safaris excluding are based on a minimum of 4 people to guarantee a departure and guests must pay for 6 people to guarantee a private trip. Maximum number of guests is 8. Safaris run all year round in Moremi, Khwai and Nxai Pan. Central Kalahari Game Reserve safaris are run on special request only with an additional supplement charged.

Terms and Conditions

All provisional reservations and requests are held for 14 days only, before we require a 20% non-refundable deposit to confirm the reservation, otherwise the booking will expire and be released from our reservation system.
Final payment is invoiced before 8 weeks prior to departure and must be received at African Bush Camps at 8 weeks prior to travel. No guest may travel unless we have received full pre-payment.
Our standard booking conditions, detailed in the information of our web site apply to all travel arrangements. If you need a copy of these please advise and we can email this to you.

Our booking conditions apply to all travel arrangements with us. Our cancellation policies are as follows: 

· 20% non refundable deposit

· Cancellation within 8 – 4 weeks  prior to date of travel will incur a 50% fee of total cost of safari

· Cancellation within 4 weeks prior to date of travel or less, as well as no shows will incur a 100% cancellation fee of the safari / program will be forfeited to include handling fees and liquidated damages

Most safari camps and lodges include two game activities a day in their tariff, which usually take place in the morning and the afternoon. If guests want more activities a day, we suggest they book a private vehicle and guide for part or their entire safari. The service does cost extra. 
* Visas are your responsibility. If you have any queries about obtaining visas please contact us 
* Baggage on air transfers is restricted to 12kg (26 Pounds) per person in a soft bag (including camera equipment and carry on baggage) unless special arrangements can be made, at an extra cost. Excess luggage not pre-booked can result in larger extra costs to the guests and delays in getting the bags on site.
